1984 Unit Introduction and Schedule
This unit will focus on the novel 1984 written by George Orwell. Orwell wrote 1984 in 1949 and painted a picture of an imaginary and shocking future just thirty-five years away. Orwell’s novel is an example of a negative utopia, or a dystopia, which is a work of fiction describing an imaginary place where life is extremely bad because lacking resources, oppression, and terror. Another thing to consider is that the novel is considered a satire written to comment on the dangers of a totalitarian society.

The reading of the novel will take us approximately five weeks and will include study questions, class activities, and reading quizzes. Use the calendar to keep track of due dates and the reading schedule. If you are absent, you are still responsible for the reading and assignments for that day. 

It is important to keep up with your reading and use supplementary material if needed (sparknotes, etc.). After we complete 1984, we will head into our last unit which is the research paper. The major text that you will use for the research paper is 1984.
