Junior Research Paper Outline: 60 Points
I. Introduction

A. Hook/Opening Sentence: A general statement related to the topic to start the paper off. (A question is not a good way to do this, but a quote is).
B. Background Information: Provide a sentence or two that defines the idea introduced in the hook and gives some background of the novel.
C. Thesis Statement: This is your approved 2 sentence thesis statement. It should include the title of the literary work and author, state your topic and argument, and introduce your subcategories.

D. Subcategories: Each subcategory gets its own sentence following the thesis. The sentence should maybe include the points you are going to discuss from that subcategory. (Example: If your subcategory is Hitler’s Nazi Party your sentence may go like this: Both the Nazis and the Party had similar goals for building and promoting a military force, as well as their use of propaganda). *Remember, you will have least 3 subcategory sentences.
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E. Closing Sentence: A sentence to wrap up the introduction.
