Satire Writing Assignment
Write a modest proposal of your own. Decide on some kind of societal problem and write a satirical solution to that problem. It should be set up like an argumentative essay. State the problem, your proposed solution along with the advantages, the counterclaim or what the anticipated objections might be, and a conclusion where you summarize your main points and offer a call to action. This proposal should be at least 5 paragraphs long.
The project is worth 36 essay/project points(weighted 25% of your overall grade). The project is due on Tuesday, March 8th. You do not have to type it, but I highly recommend it especially if you have poor hand writing.
